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The Power from the Spirit

But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon
you, and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem and in all Judea
and Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8).

Do you feel powerful? Sometimes and sometimes not. I would
venture to say that we struggle feeling the power of Christ

in our lives. May I suggest that we are focused on the wrong
source of power. Jesus expresses that he gives us the power
of the Holy Spirit to be witnesses of Christ. Though the Spirit
helps us live a godly life, the main purpose of the Spirit is to
give us power to proclaim Christ to a lost and broken world.
The power from the Spirit is expressed in the proclamation of
the gospel. Therefore, it is imperative we seek the opportunity
to share the love of Christ with others.

Acts 4:33 explains that "with great power the apostles were
giving their testimony to the resurrection of the Lord Jesus, and
great grace was upon them all." This is a beautiful picture of
the desire that God has for his church. We find that the Spirit
brings us great power through the testimony of the church.
When we gather together, we ought to be intent on encouraging
one another to proclaim the testimony of God in Christ. This is
where we are assured the power of God to be, in the testimony
to the resurrection of the Lord Jesus. Again, we feel powerless
because we are not testifying of the resurrection, for ourselves,
and for others. This requires the active willingness of us asking
the Spirit to shift our focus from ourselves and to Christ. May
the Lord give you the power to proclaim the resurrected Christ.
